Lyme disease cases each year since 201 |.
¢ When detected early, Lyme disease can be treated with
antibiotics. Left untreated, the disease can spread to

the joints, heart and nervous system. Early diagnosis is
important in preventing late-stage complications.

¢ Deer ticks are active any winter day that the ground is
not snow-covered or frozen!

Tick Lineup:
Commonly found ticks in Pa.

Black-legged
“deer” tick
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This tick, a well-
known carrier of
Lyme disease,
can feed on
humans during
any stage of its
development.
Adults tend to
feed on deer,
thus the name.

American
dog tick

Feeding on most
mammals, this tick
is the most
commonly found
tick in Pa. and is a
major carrier of
Rocky Mountain
spotted fever.

Groundhog

This tick tends to
feed on ground-
hogs but occa-
sionally is found
on birds small
animals or
humans. Not
likely to carry
Lyme disease.
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Lone star
tick
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Although this tick
is found on
various animals,
including humans,
it is not likely to
transmit Lyme
disease. Itis a
carrier of Rocky
Mountain
spotted fever.
